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Consider realigning Lowe Plank Rd.
to intersect Gratiot at a 90 degree
angle to increase visibility., reduce
crash potential, and reduce speeds
of traffic turning north bound from
Gratiot.
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Future access to this site should
align with Clawson Street.
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Eliminate, consolidate and relo-
cate existing agricultural access 
points as development occurs to 
share coordinated access points 
and meet or exceed spacing 
standards along the corridor.
