
29 Mile serves as a major truck
access route to large landfill
operation located due east.
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Truck traffic to and from the landfill 
uses 29 Mile Rd. as an access.  
Realigning the intersection would 
improve visibility and improve 
geometric design.
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Future access to this site should
align with Clawson Street.
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Eliminate, consolidate and relo-
cate existing agricultural access 
points as development occurs to 
share coordinated access points 
and meet or exceed spacing 
standards along the corridor.
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
