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Reconstruct intersection area to
eliminate/reduce skewed and high-angle
intersections to reduce crash potential.
See also Chapter 5: Richmond for three
alternative treatments for the Muttonville/
County Line Rd./Gratiot intersections area.
1. Roundabout with Main St. one-way EB.
2. Roundabout with no Main St.
3. Offset Signals at redesigned Muttonville
and County Line Rd intersections.

Hardscape divider would prevent left
turn lane being used to access local drives 
and reduce crash potential for high-volume
north-bound to west-bound M-19 movement.

Redesign/separate this main access
driveway from parking area by adding throat
depth of at least 40' into site before opening
into parking spaces.  Also align with Shopping
Center access drive on the east side of Gratiot.

Long-term recommendation is to eliminate all
full access to these two parcels, with connect-
ions to the adjacent shopping center.  In the 
short-term, eliminate 1 access to each use
and require cross-connections wherever
possible.  Restrict access to right-in/out only.

Eliminate on-street
perpendicular parking.

Widen radius on drive and
design as right-in/right-out.

Redesign as one
standard driveway.

Leave one-way drive to front entrance/
parking; eliminate all parking on 31 Mile
and deliniate rear parking areas.
